The transfer station and surrounding area continues to be misused by residents of the Hemlock Valley Area.

Since this particular station is unmanned it is left to the discretion of the residents as to how they treat it.

Most use it properly but there are those who feel they can do what they want when they want.

There is a section of the bin for recyclable items but it has never been used properly so all the waste from this station must be dumped as general waste which increases the cost to the residents of Hemlock Valley.

Construction debris, appliances, furniture and hazardous materials are never to be disposed of in the bin. These items are to be taken to their respective drop stations in the Fraser Valley.

Once or twice a year a “special” bin is brought to Hemlock to dispose of these large items but even this is being misused with residents dropping items off on the road after the special bin has been removed. Extra costs are incurred to clean up this mess left by those who are too lazy to deal with their own waste. Again the all residents of Hemlock are incurring the costs of cleaning up after those who feel they have special privileges.
