 I’m sponsoring a walking tour of the Weaver and Sakwi Creek park reserve mapping area on the next 2 Saturdays, February 4th and the 11th at 10:30 am (it sounds like great weather this coming Saturday).  Sakwi creek is being considered for an IPP project in which the proponents are requesting an exclusion of part the FVRD’s mapping area. Before that gets voted on in February I would like for people to see this important Spawning habitat and tourist area. Area residents will be on hand to speak about what they know of the area.
