The purpose of the Hemlock Valley Homeowners Association (HVHA) is to promote, support and protect the status rights and interests of persons owning residential property in the Hemlock Valley recreational area.
As such, we wish to bring it to your attention that the position of the HVHA regarding the proposed Bylaws No. 0993 and 0994 is that: 

1) We vehemently oppose the proposed text amendment to the Official Community Plan, Bylaw No. 0030, 2000, Part II, Schedule “A” Section 3.4.1 (B) that would change the word “shall” to “should”.

2) Current densities designated by existing building schemes that are registered on land titles for properties located on Edelweiss Drive shall remain unchanged. Future development of these lots shall require site specific geotechnical assessments as per Official Community Plan, Bylaw No. 0030, 2000, Part II, Sections 5.1 and 5.2. 
3) Restrictions to temporary tourist accommodation use per the proposed text amendment to Part II, Schedule “A” Section 3.4.3 shall not be year round because avalanche hazards exist only in the winter season. 

The HVHA requests that, as our elected representative, you will present our position to the Fraser Valley Regional District and respond to us with the outcome of that presentation.
